CONTRACT FOR COLLECTION OF COMMERCIAL AND RESIDENTIAL SOLID WASTE
 

This contract, made and entered into this ___________________, 20____ by and between the Spencer Utilities Authority hereinafter referred to as “SUA” and __________________________________, hereinafter referred to as “Contractor.”

 

THAT WHEREAS, the Contractor did on the ____ day of ______. 20___, submit a sealed bid pursuant to the Invitation to Bid as approved by the Spencer Utilities Authority and the City Council of the City of Spencer, to perform such work as may be needed to collect, remove, and dispose of solid waste, and, 

 

WHEREAS, the City of Spencer and SUA did accept said bid of contractor and  approve this contract with the Contractor and the SUA.  

NOW THEREFORE,  in consideration of the following mutual agreements and covenants herein contained, it is understood and agreed by and between the Contractor and the SUA that:

 

1. This contract shall be a term of 36 months commencing on the ____ day of _______________, 20____, through the ________ day of ___________, 20______., provided however, that said contract shall be subject to annual renewal on or before July 1, the beginning of each fiscal year, by the SUA. 

2. The Contractor covenants and agrees to collect, remove and dispose of all commercial and residential solid waste within the City of Spencer pursuant to this contract.

 

3. The Invitation To Bid and Bid Instructions are expressly made a part of this contract by reference as though fully set out verbatim herein.

 

4. The SUA agrees to pay and the Contractor agrees to accept, in full consideration for performance of the Contractor’s services, compensation to be computed in accordance with the rate table shown in Attachments A and B hereto and made part of this contract.

 

Services To Be Provided:
 

5. The Contractor shall provide solid waste collection, removal and disposal services to approximately 70 commercial and 1400 residential premises in the corporate limits of the City of Spencer as directed by the SUA.

 

6. Contractor shall furnish new state of the art containers for customers at Contractor’s own expense.  Damaged or deteriorated containers shall be replaced with new state of the art containers at Contractor’s expense upon order of the Trust Manager or her/his designee (hereinafter, “manager”).

 

7. Residents will be permitted to place with the cart at curb or street side other disposal items as follows:

a. Not more than five (5) plastic bags, which shall be securely tied to prevent spillage and shall weigh not more that twenty-five (25) pounds each.

b. Five (5) cardboard boxes not more than 25 pounds.

c. Brush and trimmings not greater than three (3) inches in diameter cut into lengths of four (4) feet, tied together and placed at curb.

 

8. For commercial collection, on each scheduled pickup day, the Contractor shall collect all refuse that is in appropriate containers and placed in the proper location for collection. Contractor is responsible for returning all containers to the proper upright location with lids securely fastened and for any damage to containers due to the actions of its employees during collection.  One to six collections per week shall be provided as required for adequate service.

 

9. The Contractor shall not litter public or private property while collecting and/or removing refuse and shall clean-up any spilled refuse immediately.  All refuse hauled by Contractor shall be so contained, tied or enclosed so that leaking, soiling or blowing is prevented.

 

10. The Contractor shall lawfully dispose of all refuse at Contractor’s sole expense.  Disposal sites utilized by contractor must be legally empowered to accept refuse for treatment or disposal and must meet all Federal, state and local licensing and operating requirements.

 

11. Contractor shall provide collection and disposal services for the City of Spencer and SUA governmental operations at no charge.

 

12. The Contractor and SUA shall work together to resolve any problems that arise with respect to the placement and location of containers.  All container locations shall be approved by the City.

 

13. The Contractor shall retain ownership of any and all collections units supplied by the contractor for the purposes of this contract.

 

Contractor’s Operations:

 

14. Contractor shall not commence collection prior to 6:00 a.m. or continue past 7:00 p.m.  The SUA may at its sole discretion require a change in the time of collection in order to minimize the disturbance to residences in close proximity to commercial areas served by Contractor, or for any other reason deemed sufficient to the Trust Manager.

 

15. Customers will be serviced in accordance with the prior contract or as  otherwise agreed to by both parties.

 

16. Contractor shall provide and maintain a sufficient number of vehicles, equipment, tools and personnel to collect remove and dispose of refuse as required by this contract.

 

17. Contractor’s vehicles and other equipment shall be clearly identified as belonging to Contractor and must be kept in good repair, appearance and in a sanitary condition at all times.  Contractor’s equipment/vehicles shall have clearly visible letters with the name, address and telephone number of Contractor’s local office on each side of the equipment/vehicle.

 

18. Employees driving/operating Contractor’s vehicles shall at all times possess a valid commercial vehicle operator’s license for the State of Oklahoma.

 

19. Employees of the Contractor who normally and regularly meet the public shall bear easily visible means of individual identification such as a nametag or identification card.

 

20. Contractor’s employees, officers, agents, and sub-contractors shall, at no time, identify themselves or in any manner represent themselves as being employees or agents of the City of Spencer or the SUA.

 

21. Contractor shall take affirmative action not to deny employment or any  benefits of employment for reasons of race, religion, color, sex, national origin or disability, except as allowed by law.  Contractor shall post in conspicuous places notices substantially setting forth the provisions of this non-discrimination clause.  Similar notices shall be included in all advertisements for employees.

 

22. Throughout the term of this contract, Contractor shall establish and maintain an office in the Oklahoma City metropolitan area and an authorized managing agent within the limits of Oklahoma County.  Contractor shall designate in writing to the Manager the agent, address, and hours of operations upon whom all notices may be served from the SUA.

 

23. The SUA shall initiate all changes in service.  Contractor shall not make any changes in service without the prior approval of the SUA.  The SUA will receive and record complaints and forward on to the Contractor.  Complaints shall be resolved in an expeditious manner within the following twenty-four (24) hour period.  It shall be the duty of the Contractor to resolve the complaint and notify the Manager within twenty-four (24) hours of receipt of the complaint.

 

24. Failure to remedy the cause of complaints initiating from the SUA shall be considered a breach of the contract.  It is agreed that the SUA may deduct its costs of remediation from payments due or to become due the Contractor.

 

Quality of Service:

 

25. The Manager shall have the power at any time to order the Contractor to add, repair or replace equipment if, in his/her judgment, such action is necessary for fulfillment of this contract.  Replacement equipment shall be new and state of the art. 

 

26. The Manager’s decision on all particulars as to the quality and manner of providing service and interpretations of the contract shall be binding on both parties.

 

27. Application of any provision of this contract or failure of the SUA at any time to require performance by the Contractor of any contract provision shall in no way affect contractor’s obligation to perform or the SUA’s right to enforce the same.  Nor shall waiver by the SUA of any breach of any contract provision be taken or held to be a waiver of any succeeding breach of such provision or as a waiver of any provision itself.

 

Discontinuance of Service:

 

28. If Contractor fails to provide the services required by this contract for a period in excess of three (3) consecutive, scheduled, working days, the SUA may take the following actions in paragraphs 29 through 36.

 

29. Employ such means, as it deems advisable and appropriate to continue work until such matter is resolved and Contractor is again able to carry out operations under this contract.

 

30. Deduct any and all operating expenses incurred by the SUA from any money due or to become due the Contractor and, should the SUA’s cost for continuing operations exceed the amount due the Contractor, collect the amount due, either from the Contractor or surety or both and also assert a lien on all properties of the Contractor.

 

31. If Contractor is unable, for any cause, to resume performance at the end of thirty (30) calendar days, all liability of the SUA to the contractor under the contract shall cease and the SUA shall be free to negotiate with other contractors for the operations of said refuse service and/or take the actions provided for herein for default, or breach of contract.  Such actions shall not release the Contractor of his liability to the SUA for such breach of this contract.

 

32. In the event the Contractor shall be judged bankrupt, either by voluntary or involuntary proceedings, then this contract shall immediately terminate and in no event shall this contract be, or be treated as, an asset of the Contractor.  If Contractor shall be proven insolvent, cease operations as in paragraph 31 or fail in business, the contract may be terminated at the option of the SUA.

 

33. All terms, conditions and specifications of the contract are considered material and failure to perform any part of the contract shall be considered a material breach of contract.  Should Contractor fail to perform any of his contractual obligations, the SUA may, at its option, terminate the contract ten (10) days after written notification to the Contractor of the violation of the contract and the failure of the Contractor to remedy the violation within said time.

 

34. The Contractor shall not transfer, sell or assign, lease, surrender, abandon or permit to lapse its title or right to possession in and to any real or personal property used in the performance of this contract without the prior written consent of the SUA.  Any attempt to do so without such permission shall constitute a material breach of this contract.

 

35. No assignment of this contract or any right occurring under this contract shall be made in whole or in part by the Contractor without the prior written consent of the SUA.

 

Contractor’s Compensation:
 

36. Contractor shall bill the SUA for services rendered within ten (10) days following the end of every month for services performed during the preceding month.

 

37. Contractor’s statement shall include the following:

a. A list of all customers serviced for the period billed.

b. The amount charged for servicing each individual customer.

c. Special pickups if any, during the billing period.

 

38. SUA shall pay Contractor on or before the thirtieth (30th) day following the end of every month.

 

39. Said billing and payment shall be based on the process and schedules set forth in the rate table in accordance with Attachments A & B and made a part hereof.

 

40.  The Manager shall investigate all reported billing discrepancies and confirm or deny those discrepancies so customers may be billed accurately and the SUA may pay the contractor for actual services rendered.  The Managers decision shall be final.

 

41. The SUA shall bear sole responsibility for billing of all individual commercial and residential customers for services rendered by Contractor.

 
Contractor’s Insurance and Bonding Requirements:
 

42. Contractor shall procure and maintain in full force and effect for the period covered by this contract, full worker’s compensation insurance in accordance with the laws of the State of Oklahoma to protect itself and both the SUA and the City of Spencer as additional insureds against liability under the worker’s compensation and occupation disease statutes of the State of Oklahoma. (A current certificate and true copy of any insurance policy required by this contract, showing the contractor has in force and effect the aforesaid insurance which shall be maintained on file with the Trust Secretary of SUA)

 

43. Contractor shall procure and maintain in full force and effect for the period covered by this contract, an insurance policy or policies with companies licensed to do business in the State of Oklahoma and acceptable to the SUA, of the following types, or as provided under the Oklahoma Governmental Tort Claims Act, Title 51, Oklahoma Statutes § 151 et. Seq. and in at least the limits specified below:

This policy or policies shall also protect the City of Spencer and the SUA, its officers, agents and employees as additional insureds. Before commencement of work hereunder, the Contractor agrees to furnish the Authority certificates of insurance or other evidence satisfactory to the Authority to the effect that such insurance has been procured and is in force. The aforesaid policies shall include the SUA and the City of Spencer as named insured parties or as additional insureds. The certificates shall contain the following express obligations:

“This is to certify that the policies of insurance described herein have been issued to the insured and are in force at this time. In the event of cancellation or material changes in a policy affecting the certificate holder or additional insureds, thirty (30) days prior written notice will be given the certificate holder.” 

A current certificates(s) and true copy of any Insurance Policy required by this contract showing that the contractor has in force and effect such insurance shall be maintained on file with the Trust Secretary of the SUA.

 

44. To secure the full and faithful performance of each and every term of this contract, Contractor shall furnish a performance bond in form approved by the SUA, with a well-recognized surety company licensed to do business in the State of Oklahoma and approved by the City of Spencer in the amount of $100,000.00.  The bond shall be for the term of this contract and a true copy of such bond shall be maintained on file with the Trust Secretary of the SUA.

 

Modifications:

 

45. This contract constitutes the entire agreement and understanding between the parties hereto, and shall not be considered modified, altered, changed or amended in any respect unless in writing and signed by both parties hereto.

 

46. Contractor shall conform to all federal, state, and city laws, ordinances, rules and regulations applicable to this contract.

 

47. Contractor shall indemnify, save and hold harmless the City of Spencer and SUA, its officers, employees and agents from all claims, suits or actions of whatever kind or character made upon or brought against the SUA, their officers, employees or agents, for or on account of any injuries or damage received or sustained by any party or parties by or from the negligent acts of said contractor or its servants, agents, employees and subcontractors, in doing the work and rendering the services herein contracted for, or by or in consequence of any negligence in operations or any improper equipment or material used, or by or on account of any negligent act or omission of contractor or servants, agents, employees or subcontractors and also from all claims of damage for infringement of any patent in fulfilling this contract.  This indemnity shall include reasonable attorney’s fees and costs and all other costs and expenses incurred by SUA in the defense or initiation of any litigation or administrative proceeding.

 

48. Contractor shall pay all just claims due for the payment of all employees, mechanics and material men for labor that has or shall be performed, for the payment of all material and equipment furnished, and for the payment of material, equipment and facilities rented which is actually used or rented in the performance of this contract.

 

49. In the event that it shall become impossible or unlawful for Contractor to continue the performance of this contact by reason of an Act of God, an Act of the Legislature hereinafter passed, or by Act of the SUA or by reason of a final order by the court of record in proceedings not instituted by or acquiesced in by the contractor, directly or indirectly, and not due to any negligence or fault of the contractor, the contractor shall not be liable for damage for consequences arising solely out of such impossibility.

 

50. This contract shall be governed by the laws of the State of Oklahoma both as to interpretation and performance.  Jurisdiction and venue shall be in the courts of Oklahoma County, Oklahoma.
